


Beginning with 2011, there is a new State Tax Credit for contributions made to community
foundations.

The “Endow Kentucky” initiative, passed during the 2010 legislative session, allows taxpayers
a 20% tax credit, up to $10,000 for contributions made to qualified community foundations
serving Kentucky communities.

The Community Foundation of Hazard & Perry County has been approved to receive contribu-
tions that qualify for the tax credit. You can create a new endowment fund (a donor advised
fund or one to specifically benefit your favorite Kentucky nonprofit) or add to the existing
endowment for Hazard & Perry County.

Because the total amount of credits available to be claimed across the state is limited, the
application for preliminary authorization of the Endow Kentucky Tax Credit must be filed first to
obtain preliminary approval of your tax credit.

Strengthening Local Nonprofits

This past Fall, the Community Foundation sponsored the 1** Annual Run for the Hills Charity Challenge, a 5K run/
walk and 1 mile youth run, to help raise funds for 10 Perry County nonprofit organizations. Just like running strength-
ens your heart, giving strengthens your community. The Run for the Hills Charity Challenge provided everyone an
opportunity to be involved in improving our community. More than $150,000 was raised, half going to meet current
expenses for the nonprofits, and half going to a permanent endowment fund for each one — but all of it staying right
here in Perry County.

The Community Foundation has worked with donors and nonprofits to promote philanthropy as a tool for commu-
nity development and long-term planning for building a better community over the past three years. We are a vibrant
and strong community-led foundation that is ready and able to help you plan a gift or leave a legacy to your community
and/or favorite nonprofit organizations.
